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“A Doua Curte a Miracolelor” is a book that presents an ample set of reports on social features that are very close to journalistic genres. It is in fact an experiment of the author, Ruxandra Cesereanu, together with her students from the Journalism department of the Faculty of Political Sciences, without being consciously conceived that way from the very beginning. This “experiment” is very similar to a workshop on creative writing on journalistic prose in almost all situations. But not all the authors of the texts that compose this volume could seemingly adjust themselves to writing such reports on social features and that is the reason why some of them have chosen a more strict formula of feature report in the framework of a commented micro-interview.

Regarding the themes, the authors of the texts from this book made a choice generally for the same topics like in the previous volume of Ceasereanu, Bits, shards, chips from the courtyard of miracles, but not only. The “characters” of the book are, among others, homeless people, beggars, tramps, children affected by paralysis, blind people, old people, prostitutes, gay, and the main topics revolve around issues such as domestic violence, graffiti and rock phenomena, social “otherness”. All these bring the volume closer to the field of  (narrative) urban anthropology.

Although the book is signed by Ruxandra Cesereanu, who managed, edited and stylized the texts, and also conceived the whole project, but it is students who actually wrote those texts.
