The first part of the program “Teaching Anthropology. Means and Meanings” was a good opportunity to meet all the members of the project, to learn which their issues of scientific interests are and to see the main ways in which it can be carried on.
It has also been a good occasion to listen and to understand how Social/Cultural Anthropology is currently “settled” as scientific domain in different parts of South-Eastern/Eastern/Central Europe. 
Some of our discussions also revealed which was the way of its settlement in the above mentioned areas (after 1990), the motivations of such a process
(the necessity of conversion from an  ethnographic/ethnological approach to a cultural anthropological one)
Secondly, I really appreciated the scientific quality of the public lectures that had been offered to us. These presentations were given both by Eastern and Western specialists of the domain; most of them being theoretical assessments on main issues of Anthropology of Post –Socialist Europe
 
On the other hand, the workshops, with an eclectic profile in terms of approached topics (from those on methods/ways of teaching Cultural/Social Anthropology, to those on migration and restructuring urban places) had been interesting debates and gave us the possibility to focus some issues that had to be spotted and assessed by specialists on Anthropology of post-socialist Europe, due to their current relevance in these social/cultural context.

The informal part of the “summer school” is to be mentioned as well. We all enjoyed the nice dinners we had together and the clubbing “experiences” that gave us the feeling and the sense of being part of the same “night losers” group.
