Seminars in Ethnosociology

Annotation


The course is designed as an interdisciplinary field for both students in Ethnology and Sociology. The seminars aim to extend the problems areas, outlined during the lectures. The structure of the themes follows the structure and the main topics of the course. They are designed to enlarge the context and to solve some cases form the ethnosociological viewpoint. 


The course is based on common knowledge of the students in Ethnology and Sociology. The work with the students is in 3 groups.

One of the main didactical goals is to provoke students’ critical thinking and skills for interdisciplinary discussion. The main tension and base for such kind of critical and interdisciplinary thinking is the reflection of the Modern Society in the “mirrors” of primordial and socialistic societies. The main topics are – the Gift, the Body, the Name and Biography. They are discussed in the frame of Ethnosociology of the Gift in Primordial and Modern Societies, Ethnosociology of Socialism and the Male Domination as a problem of Ethnosociology.

The seminars are planned two times monthly and the themes are connected to the logic of lectures too. Preliminary list of compulsory reading, as well as a Reader in Ethnosociology, prepared for the seminars are provided for the students. The bibliography is mainly in Bulgarian language
. Some texts, not published, but translated in Bulgarian are included in the reader too.
