The discussion focused on the fieldwork methods of research, especially on the synchronization between the visual methods (analogical and digital photography, digital video, scanning personal photos of the collocutors, with ethnological relevance) and the audio interviews in the researching of the processions from rural areas, organized by the peasant communities in the frame of some fests (Easter, Saint George, Whitsuntide, Midsummer day, Ascension of the Holy Virgin, Birth of the Holy Virgin). This type of field research needs some particular attention because of the specific of the topics: dynamism, a great human agglomeration, the development of the preparations and of the processions themselves on simultaneous levels, different conditions of light etc. At the workshop were presented also some visual materials on peasant processions, with commentaries.

The discussion was centered on the need to update the ethnological methods of researching and teaching, but not through a polemic breack between Ethnology and Anthropology. The participants at the workshop underlined that the reassessment of the anthropology has to assume the episthemical tradition of the ethnology and of the folkloristics beforehand and then to turn to the best account through an integrative and critic methodology, both ethnological and anthropological. And that this revisiting of the ethnological tradition – from an anthropological perspective, as well as the opening in face of the different anthropologies, have to be made with critical spirit, fineness and in a strong relationship with the field research and its local specific features.
