The discussion focused on the fieldwork methods of research, especially on the synchronization between the visual methods (analogical and digital photography, digital video, scanning personal photos of the collocutors, with ethnological relevance) and the audio interviews in the researching of the processions from rural areas, organized by the peasant communities in the frame of festive popular calendar. This type of field research needs some particular attention because of the specific of the topics: dynamism, a great human agglomeration, the development of the preparations and of the processions themselves on simultaneous levels, different conditions of light etc. 

At the workshop were presented also some visual materials on peasant feasts: the ceremonial fires from the New Year night and at the Saint George’s feast, the processions at the feasts of Saint George (two processions), Whitsuntide (seven processions with the Embellished Ox / Boul împănat and one procession with the Goţoi and the Păpărugi), Ascension of the Holy Virgin, Birth of the Holy Virgin (the pilgrimages to the monastery of Bixad, Oaş), with commentaries. 

We presented also some visual material specific for the Italian popular religiosity: the processions from Palermo and Sferracavallo (provincia di Palermo), filmed by Bogdan Neagota and Ileana Benga; the ceremonial fires (Feste del fuoco in Sicilia - I. Dall'Immacolata all'Epifania. Durata 41 minuti – a film by  Ignazio E. Buttitta) and the Easter ceremonials (La settimana Santa a Calamonaci, AG – a Rosario Perricone’s film)
